PREMIUM HOMESTAY SERVICES

Homestay Placement (One-time)

Based on each individual's pre-determined needs, Canadian host families are carefully

interviewed and screened for suitability. All initial placements include a 30-day
guarantee. If you are not satisfied with your initial homestay accommodation, a 2™
placement is arranged at no charge.

Basic Homestay Full Board Accommodation (5-months or 10-months)

Basic homestay accommodation includes three meals per day (breakfast, lunch and
dinner); a private bedroom with closet and student desk; the use of telephone (long
distance charges not included); and the use of in-house laundry facilities.

Students also have access to high speed internet via a hard-wired or wireless internet
connection within their bedroom. Students must supply their own laptop, printer, and
other accessories.

PREMIUM MONITORED GUARDIANSHIP SERVICES

Monitored Custodial Guardianship Fee (5-months or 10-months)

Unaccompanied minor-aged students studying in Canada must have a Custodial
Guardian who resides within close proximity to the school and homestay residence.
Prior to arrival we prepare and forward a notarized custodial declaration for the
student to secure a Canadian study permit. Following arrival we meet regularly with
the student to assist with both school and non-school related issues and provide
written progress reports twice each semester for the natural parents. Additionally we
are available to address after-hour emergencies.

OTHER PREMIUM SUPPORT SERVICES

Airport Transportation Services (Per Occurrence)

Door to door chauffeured transportation from the airport to the student’s assigned
homestay residence.
